Starting Sequence (Two start example):
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  Orange flag: “The starting line shall be between a staff or halyard displaying an orange flag or shape on the Race Committee boat at the starboard end of the line and the port-end starting mark.”

10:00 to start (1st start only)

Attention flag UP Before the 1st start only: (10-minute gun):  GPS time, five-minute increment.  (Likely a yellow flag)

6:00 to start (1st start only)

Attention flag DOWN
5:00 to start

Individual Recall: (one or more identifiable boats OCS)
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  Raise X flag.  One Sound.    Announce sail number(s)/boat name(s) over the radio.  This flag stays up for 4 minutes, or until all boats are clear – whichever comes first.

General Recall: (one or more Unidentifiable boats OCS)
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Raise 1st Substitute Pennant.  Two sounds.  

If other starts follow, this group “goes to the back of the line.”

If there are no other starts.  Lower the pennant, with One sound,  one minute prior to the new preparatory signal.  This should occur one minute before a five-minute interval on GPS time.  (The preparatory signal will, therefore, occur on a five-minute interval.)

Shorten Course:
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 Raise S flag (preferably on the same staff as the orange flag.) [image: image13.jpg]



Announce on the radio.  Record finish times.  (This does not have to occur before the first boat round the previous mark.)
